Guidelines for Contributors

Brunswick Uniting Church BUCArts Committee have organised this community art project.

Emergence will be offered in both a virtual and in-person format.  The Opening Night event will be offered live on Zoom.  The Performance Evening event is also likely to be offered on Zoom.  Your permission for artworks to be included in the virtual formats is sought below.  To prepare for this 

· all artworks are to be photographed prior to hanging

· artists may take their own high-resolution photos 
or seek support from Ian Ferguson, 0438 547 842, or Courtney Rohde, 0448 233 321

· performance pieces may be pre-recorded or shared live on the Zoom format, 
contact Courtney to discuss what is likely to be most suitable

Contributors are invited to submit a new work responding to one or more of these questions:

· How have we been inspired by adversity (hope in hard times?) 
or by the emergence from restrictions and the new life we feel, the freedoms?

· What has awakened for us over the past 18 months? 

· What has this time unmasked or unveiled for us? What has been revealed?

· What are we now inspired to share?

The formal dates for Emergence are 5th-15th November however the BUC Arts & Worship committees would like to maintain the installation of artworks through to the end of the year where possible.  We hope that this will give an increasing number of people the opportunity to engage with the exhibition as restrictions continue to ease.  Artworks will also offer a visual focus for our Advent and Christmas worship services.

Guidelines for Contributors

1. Submitted artwork may be: 
2-dimensional (photography, painting, framed art)

3-dimensional (sculpture or similar)

Performance 

2. While all submissions are encouraged, display will be at the discretion of the Brunswick Uniting Church Arts Committee (BUCArts).

3. All art works are displayed at the artists own risk.

4. Artists are requested to provide details of how the installation is to be displayed (e.g. 3-D works).  A photo of the work is to be emailed to bucarts@gmail.com with the installation instructions and Submission Form.
5. Transportation of art works to the exhibition space and removal after the exhibition ends is the responsibility of the artist.  Art works must be wrapped in bubble wrap and securely taped by the artist.  Art works are to be clearly labelled with the artist’s name.
6. There is no fee charged to enter a piece of art work.
7. BUCArts cannot handle sales of artwork.  If you would like your contact details made available to potential purchasers please provide your business card or contact details.  
8. Artists are to inform the BUCArts Committee if they agree for their art work to be photographed for BUC promotion purposes.   Please indicate on the Form below.

9. Artwork will be displayed as follows:

· 2-dimensional art works will be hung on special art-hanging hardware.  
· All items to be hung will be situated in any of the following spaces according to selection by the BUCArts Committee - the Worship space, the Olive Way room and the Main Hall.

· 3-dimensional art works will be exhibited in the worship space only. Artists are to advise the BUCArts committee how the 3-dimensional work is to be installed.  BUC has limited plinths available.

10. Accepted artist contributions will be featured in the BUCArts exhibition on the following dates.  During these times the exhibition will be open to the public.  A BUCArts volunteer will be in attendance at these times to act as a guide to visitors.

· After pack-up (if you have chosen not to allow ongoing display of your works) on Monday 15 November – in store room  
12. During the 9 day exhibition period (5-15 November) and ongoing there are multiple groups using the facilities during the daytime and evenings.   BUC cannot be liable for loss or damage to artworks.  
13. Performances will occur on Opening Night Fridays 5th & Performance Evening 12th November.
